Ahmed, seven years her senior, was a former French professional
football player fofTétouarwho went to work for the French
Railways. In 1977, several months after their wedding, she followed
him to Sotteville-les-Rouen, France.

A Ever since she was a teenager, she had dreamt of having five childr
which she did: four boys and one girl. She found it hard to adapt to
France at first, but thanks to her determination and courage, she
learned how to speak French and found work. At the time her son
Imadwas assassinated, she was working agervisor and
receptionist at the Museum of Fine Arts in Rouen.
